These make up the students’ belief
system as exhibited in behaviors.

e M 2: Self-confidence in ability to succeed
e M 3: Sense of belonging in the school environment
e M 4: Understanding that postsecondary education and life-long learning are necessary for long-

Category 2: Behavior Standards - These standards include behaviors commonly associated with being a
successful student. These behaviors are visible, outward signs that a student is engaged and putting
forth effort to learn. The behaviors are grouped into three subcategories.

e Learning Strategies: Processes and tactics students employ to aid in the cognitive work of
thinking, remembering or learning.

e Self-management Skills: Continued focus on a goal despite obstacles (grit or persistence) and
avoidance of distractions or temptations to prioritize higher pursuits over lower pleasures
(delayed gratification, self-discipline, self-control).

e Social Skills: Acceptable behaviors that improve social interactions, such as those between peers
or between students and adults.
